Setting up the Futurix image viewer

Document Navigation

The default behavior for the arrow buttons at the top of the Futurix image viewer is to move back and forth between documents in a given folder, not to move between the pages of a multi-page tif, as one might expect. You can still scroll through the pages by right-button clicking the document, choosing ‘Pages’ and selecting an option. You can also move back and forth by holding down ‘Ctrl’ and pressing ’K’ to move to the previous page or ‘L’ to move to the next page, but some people prefer  the ‘one-button click’ convenience of main toolbar scroll buttons. Thankfully, Futurix is customizable and the behavior can be changed. To change Futurix so that it’s easy to move back and forth within a document, begin by right-button clicking on the tool bar.
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This will bring up a small pop-up menu as pictured above. Choose ‘Customize’ from this menu. This will bring up the ‘Customize Toolbar’ dialogue. There are two columns: ‘Available buttons’ and ‘Main Toolbar’. 
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The items in the ‘Main Toolbar’ column will all be displayed on the main toolbar of the Futurix image viewer program. Let’s begin by removing ‘Go Back’ and ‘Go Forward’ from this column. These two items cause the image viewer to move between the supported image documents in the current directory. If you would like to keep this functionality available through the toolbar, then you should choose to skip this step. Highlight ‘Go Back’ and click the ‘<Remove’ button. Repeat this action to remove the ‘Go Forward’ button.

Now, to add the ability to jump between pages to the main toolbar add ‘Previous Page’, ‘Next Page’, and ‘Go To Page’ to the toolbar. First select ‘Previous Page’ from the ‘Available Buttons’ column. Next click ‘Add >’ to move it into the ‘Main Toolbar’ column. Repeat this for ‘Next Page’ and ‘Go To Page’.  Your ‘Customize Toolbar’ screen should now look similar to this:
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Click ok and your setting will be saved. Now, you should see these icons in you toolbar: 
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You can now jump click through the pages of your multi-page tiffs for the main toolbar of Futurix. 

Page Zooming
By default, Futurix will zoom out to 100% for documents. If you change the zoom and navigate to a new page, the zoom will return to 100%, making the document too large to view easily. To correct this, click on the “Tools” drop down menu and select “Options…”. Now choose the “Misc” tab. Change “On new image open:” to “Set display to “Fit All”” and click “OK”. This should now set the default zoom to show the entire page.
